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If research shows that young students with “larger oral vocabularies show greater reading and mathematical
achievement, increased behavioural self-regulation, and fewer externalizing and internalizing problem behaviours at
kindergarten entry” (Morgan et al., 2015), it seems critical to explicitly teach vocabulary and create deliberate
experiences for students to develop oral language skills.

Oral language is a critical component of literacy development. It is the foundation onto which all skills are built.
Students who know more, do more. Vocabulary is very connected to oral language and, again, is a critical building
block for developing both reading and writing achievement. Learning words and owning them, helps students to
become more efficient and effective communicators. Students who struggle with oral language (including speaking
and listening) struggle to learn to read and write because they struggle with expressing themselves and sharing ideas

Research indicates, “Even after extensive covariate adjustment, 24-month-old children with larger oral vocabularies
displayed greater reading and mathematics achievement, increased behavioral self-regulation, and fewer
externalizing and internalizing problem behaviors at kindergarten entry.”

La chanson et la comptine

Deés les premiers jours de classe, je leur enseigne une chanson par
semaine. Au début les chansons sont courtes. Les éléves répétent
aprés moi pour articuler correctement les paroles et apprendre 'air de
la chanson. Je mets les paroles sur des cartons (un mot par carte) que
je mets dans mon tableau a pochettes. On lit et chante tandis que je
retourne une carte ici et la pour en arriver au rappel de mémoire. A la
fin, toutes les cartes sont retournées et ils sont trés fiers de ‘lire’ et
chanter les paroles des cartes retournées.

Un autre jour, je leur donne chacun une des cartes et on chante une
partie a la fois, rechantant du début chaque fois, pour reconstruire la
chanson dans le tableau a pochettes.

Je crée aussi un texte a trous avec les paroles de la chanson. lIs
travaillent a trouver les mots qui manquent en se chantant la chanson
et en écrivant les mots du mieux qu'ils le peuvent.

Ensuite nous le corrigeons ensemble. Enfin, ils prennent la chanson a
trous corrigées a la maison pour la chanter a leurs parents. Les cartes
peuvent aussi aller dans un centre ou un petit groupe d’éléves
reconstruisent la chanson dans le tableau a pochettes pour la classe.

Il y a une quantité énorme de choix de chansons ou de comptines sur
I'internet pour vous guider. Voici le titre de quelques-unes des
chansons ou comptines que mes éléves aiment bien:

Qui a pris les biscuits dans la boite a biscuits?
Amstramgram pic et pic
Jamais on n'a vu

Mademoiselle voulez-vous danser la bastringue?

Le cercle de causerie

Cela est aussi connu sous le nom de montre et raconte a la différence que durant la causerie, I'éléve qui prend la
parole n'a pas besoin de montrer quelque chose. Le focus est plus sur le partage et la discussion méme si I'éléve peut
montrer un objet. Le rble de I'enseignant est de soutenir la communication orale de la personne qui veut prendre la
parole. « Un peu en frangais et un peu en anglais, je suis la pour t'aider ou on est la pour t'aider. » Les erreurs
langagiéres sont corrigées et I'enseignant encourage les questions et les réponses en phrases complétes.
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On apprend aussi a prendre des risques a 'oral tout en sachant que cela est sécuritaire dans notre groupe.

Avant de commencer, I'enseignant peut écrire la question du jour au tableau pour que le groupe pratique a la dire et
comme référence. C’est aussi un moment pour réviser les particularités linguistiques de la questions (quel groupe de
lettres fait le son « K », quelles lettres sont silencieuses,...).

La causerie dure environ 15 minutes selon I'attention des éléves. On apprend a écouter la personne qui a la parole
(autre que I'enseignant) et a poser des questions.

Pour inclure des pratiques autochtones, nous nous assoyons en cercle et nous avons une roche qui est passée d’éleve
en éleve pour indiquer qui a la parole. Les éleves posent la question du jour en chceur, et chaque éléve répond avec
une phrase compléte : « Oui, j'ai quelque chose a partager » ou « Non, je n’ai rien a partager ».

L'éléve qui veut partager se léeve debout pour adresser les autres. A la fin de sa présentation, ses paires peuvent poser
2 questions. Je n'encourage pas les commentaires car cela diverge du focus sur ce que la personne vient de partager
et plus de 2 questions allongent la présentation et on perd I'attention des enfants.

Le langage de tous les jours

Il faut transformer chaque geste dans la classe en occasion de communication orale. Donc il faut demander en francais
avec une phrase compléte et non juste un mot ou un signe pour plusieurs choses. Par exemple :

Est-ce que je peux aller ...? ou. Puis-je aller ...?

Est-ce que je peux remplir ma bouteille d’eau?

Est-ce que je peux travailler a la grande table?

On peut écrire la question pour une référence visuelle pour les éléves. Aprés quelques jours, effacer quelques mots
pour amener I'éléves a se rappeler cette structure de mémoire.

Une autre stratégie que j'ai apprise lors d’'une formation pour enseigner le francais intensif, c’est de poser une question
et ensuite chaque enfant doit poser la question a son tour. Je demande a enfant 1 : Ou sont tes souliers de l'intérieur?
Enfant 1 me répond : Mes souliers sont sous ma chaise. Ensuite enfant 1 demande a enfant 2 la méme question que je
lui ai posée. Je suis la pour le soutien langagier et I'aspect répétitif fait que chacun a la chance d’entendre la question
plusieurs fois et la réponse aussi. J'utiise cette stratégie comme billet de sortie avant la récré, en attendant la cloche a
la fin de la journée ou pour introduire du vocabulaire & I'oral dans la classe.

Une autre fagon de faire c’est de demander aux éléves de répéter ce dont on parlait lors d’'une lecture a voix haute par
exemple. Je leur demande : «de quoi parle ce texte? » Quelqu’un répond. Je demande : «qu’est-ce qu'il/elle a dit? »
Eléve 2 répéte de son mieux. Je remercie I'éléve et je redemande : « Qu’est-ce qu'il/elle a dit? » 3-4 fois de plus en
répétant le méme scénario. Eléves 3-5 reformulent ce qu’ils ont entendu. J'écris les mots clés sur le tableau en

évitant d’écrire un texte entier. L'idée c’est d'amener les éléves a se rappeler de ce que l'autre a dit et de le formuler
dans ses mots du mieux qu’ils le peuvent sans oublier les mots clés du message original.
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Ensuite je demande de se tourner a un partenaire et de dire ce dont parlait le texte. Je laisse les mots clés sur le
tableau et un autre jour, nous revenons sur ce texte. Je leur relis le texte original. Je demande s’il y d’autres choses
gue nous devrions ajouter a nos mots clés. Ensuite je peux leur demander d’écrire au sujet de ce texte soit pour en
donner un résumé ou soit pour en faire une prédiction pour la suite.

Il'y a plusieurs stratégies que I'on peut utiliser. Je vous ai expliqué quelques-unes que j'utilise avec mes éléves.
Amener un groupe d’éléves a vouloir parler en francais dans la salle de classe est un travail de chaque minute pour
I'enseignant. Il faut s’appliquer & démontrer aux €léves que chaque effort leur donnera du succes dans la langue.

(as in the example below).
Ask students to divide a piece of paper into three columns.
Write column headings on the board for all three columns
and the tasks for columns one and two. See the example.
Have students copy the headings and tasks (columns one and
two) on their paper. They will interact with their classmates
to come up with responses for column three.
